Course Description

The Bridal Trail 5K is a two lap course around Twelve Oak
Estate in Lexington County. The course is a recently
cleared dirt and grass path through part ot a 100-year old
forest. Along the route you will see some abandoned
buildings and a small stream.

Slight elevations in the terrain occur at random; roots,
ruts, dips, and deviations in the surface will be present.
The total elevation change is only 36 ft falling during the
first part of each loop and rising during the 2nd part of
each loop. The 1/2 mile at the front of the property is
essentially flat grass. It was previously a pasture; hence,
the equine theme.

Please be careful. The weather will be hot, the course will
be coarse. We do not recommend the course for children,
or inexperienced runners. However, there will be plenty of

parking, plenty of room for spectators to cheer, plenty of
food and drink.
